      For the many who faithfully observe the consumer Christmas, Advent 

is the inevitable prelude to disappointment. For the majority of these people, Christmas somehow 

hardly ever measures up to their fantasies. Even for those who manage to have some of their       

Christmas wishes fulfilled, the    season is over so quickly that the need to make New Year‘s              

resolutions to lose those added pounds, or to be more patient with all those idiots who somehow     

managed to get a driver‘s license bears down on them even before the decorations come down. 

                                   But the Advent we celebrate in the Church – the one that has nothing 

at all to do with the number of shopping days left until Christmas – is altogether different. The hanging 

of the greens, the lighting of the first Advent Candle – all these invite us to dream dreams of a better 

world, to allow expectant visions that have nothing to do with sugar-plum fairies to dance in our heads.
